Section 14 of the Constitution states that

General Meeting or at an Extraordinary General Meeting called for the purpose.

14.2 Any amendment or addition/deletion to the Constitution shall require the support of
at least two-thirds of the voting members present at the Annual General Meeting or at
the Extraordinary General Meeting called for the purpose.
